DAY 02 Arrival in Buenos Aires. Check in at
Hotel Claridge. 3 nights breakfast included. 

DAY 03 Morning city tour of Buenos Aires vis-
iting the most outstanding sites. Departing from the
Hotel to get to 9 de Julio Ave. the widest in the world,
past the famous Colon Opera house, the Obelisk com-
memorating the first founding of the city in 1536 to get
to Plaza de Mayo (May Square), and the buildings sur-
rounding it: Government House, Metropolitan
Cathedral with the Mausoleum of General San Martin,

national hero and the
Cabildo, the colonial
town hall built in 1751.
You will also  visit the
elegant district to visit
Recoleta Cementery
where the famous are laid
to rest (including Eva
Peron).   Relax at the
hotel in the afternoon.  In
the evening enjoy a musi-
cal show where the main
protagonist is the Tango,

where the roots of its culture are strengthened,
enhanced by the decoration and special ambience.  All
this helps the visitor to experience the exciting flavor
of this sensuous dance enjoying a delicious dinner.

DAY 04 Free day in Buenos Aires. (B)

DAY 05 Transfers will be provided for a short
flight from Buenos Aires to Mendoza. Meet our local
representative at the airport and transfer to NH
Cordillera Hotel for three nights breakfast included.

DAY 06 Mendoza has some 1,400 wineries
which have made Argentina into the fourth largest
wine producer in the world. During this tour, you will
visit some of the most interesting wine cellars of the
regions, including La Rural, in Maipu, which also has
a small museum and a pink adobe colonial style court-
yard. You will also visit the Cipolleti dam and
Carrodilla church, as well as enjoying the panoramic
views of large vineyards and fruit orchards. (B)**
Wineries may change due to availability.

DAY 07 Full day excursion to Tupungato
Mountain and Silver Range. This is a full day tour that
allows us to get into the heart of the Andes. We will
pass by Potrerillos, Uspallata and the historical bridge

to the Government Palace “La Moneda”, and Plaza de
Armas, where we will see important national monu-
ments such as the Catedral (Cathedral), Correo Central
(Main Post Office) and the Municipalidad de Santiago
(City Hall). The trip continues at the Cerro Santa
Lucia, where the city was founded in 1541. Finally,
after crossing the Mapocho River, and passing through
different residential districts with an overview of the
city, return to the hotel in Santiago. (B)

DAY 10 Free day in Santiago. (B)

DAY 11 Departure from the hotel in Santiago
towards the Colchagua Valley, located in central zone
and one of the most fertile valleys in Chile, dedicated
mostly to fruit and wine production. Arrival to Santa
Cruz, place known as the “zona huasa” (typical coun-
tryside life zone of Chile). Visit to two vineyards that
belong to the Colchagua Wine Route, one of the most
important wine circuits in Chile, with the opportunity
of visiting facilities and tasting their wines. Lunch at
the Santa Cruz Plaza Hotel (might change).
Afterwards, visit to the Colchagua Museum, one of the
most important private museum in Chile and the
largest in Latin America. It has great collection of pre-
colombian items, religious imaginery, silver articles of
mapuche people, carriages and farm machinery, it also
has a big insects collection. Accommodation in Santa
Cruz Plaza Hotel for one night. (B, L, D)

DAY 12 Trip to one of the vineyards of the
Colchagua Valley. Lunch at the Santa Cruz Plaza
(might change). After lunch we will visit the San Jose
de Huique Museum, enjoying part of the costumes of

of Picheuta up to Punta de Vacas, from where we can
admire the highest American peaks: Aconcagua and
Tupungato. We will pass over the Inca Bridge, curious
natural formation, up to Las Cuevas, last Argentine vil-
lage close to the border, from where we can admire the
statue of Christ the Redeemer, which stands at a height
of 4000m as a sign of peace and friendship between
Chile and Argentina. (B).

DAY 08 After breakfast transfer to the station
for your bus to Chile. (Transfer may change according
to weather conditions and time of year) Upon arrival
transfer to the Plaza del Bosque Hotel for 5 nights. (B)

DAY 09 Today enjoy a City tour around
Santiago, starting at the San Francisco Church, oldest
architectural expression of the capital. Afterwards visit

the Chilean central region. Return to Santiago and
overnight at Plaza del Bosque. (B,L)

DAY 13 Departure towards the coast. On the
way, it is possible to observe the changing landscapes
and vegetation in the Curacavi and Casablanca valleys,
as well as the Cordillera de la Costa. Arrival to
Valparaiso, main commercial port of Chile, seeing
clusters of houses built down the hills. 
Then tour goes along the coast border, from Valparaiso
to Viña del Mar, also known as “The Garden City”.
Overnight hotel Plaza del Bosque.(B,L)
