Then,
visit the “Sacred Way” — a boulevard lined with sculpted
stone animals. Next, drive to the Great Wall, the world’s
greatest man-made structure winding dragon-like across
Northern China and praised as a “Wonder of the World”.
This is the only earthly evidence of man visible from the
moon. Tonight you will enjoy a Peking Duck Dinner, the
no. 1 typical food of Beijing. (B/L/SD)



Day 5 Beijing

This morning in Beijing, you will take a Hutong Tour.
Hutongs are age-old urban lanes unique to Beijing. At pres-
ent, there are 4,550 hutongs around Beijing, and the struc-
tures that compose the Hutongs are mostly residential com-
pounds. After lunch, the rest of the day is at your leisure.

Day 6 Beijing
Today is a free day at your leisure. (B)

Day 7 Beijing — Xi’an

This morning is free at your own leisure. After lunch, fly to
Xi’an — once the capital of 11 dynasties, and one of the
most important archaeological sites in China. Upon arrival
in Xi’an, you will visit the Big Wild Goose Pagoda, a
brick-tower architecture boasted a five-storey structure
about 60 meters high. (B/L/D) Hotel: Gloria Plaza

Day 8 Xi’an

A full day excursion takes you to one of the most exciting
archaeological finds in recent years — the unearthing of
more than 6,000 Terra-cotta Warriors and Horses. These
figures guard the tomb of Emperor Qin and are buried in
the huge pit covering more than three acres. Next, visit the
Bampo Museum, site of a 6,000-year old Neolithic vil-
lage. This evening, enjoy a special Dumpling Dinner fol-
lowed by a delightful Tang Dynasty Show. (B/L/SD)

Day 9 Xi’an — Guilin

This morning in Xi’an, you will visit Shaanxi Provincial
Museum and Ming Dynasty City Wall. Afternoon fly to
Guilin and visit the Elephant Hill, which looks like a giant
elephant drinking water with its trunk. (B/L/D) Hotel:
Bravo

Day 10 Guilin

After breakfast, you will enjoy a cruise on the Li River and
are exposed to the beauty and scenery surrounding it.
Disembark at Yangshuo and sample some of the many
colourful markets before returning by coach to Guilin.
Afternoon, you will visit the striking stalagmite and stalac-
tite formations of the Reed Flute Cave and Fubo Hill.

Day 11 Guilin — Chongqing — Yangtze Cruise

Today, you will fly to Chongqing, the embarkation point of
the Yangtze River cruise and embark on the deluxe cruise
ship, your home for the next 3 nights. (B/L/D) Cruiser: MS
Emperor/Victoria Katarina/Victoria Rose

Day 12 Yangtze Cruise
After breakfast, the Cruise Director will conduct a briefing
to all passengers of the ship’s facilities and sailing itinerary

followed by an introduction of the gorges. After lunch, you
will arrive in Fengdu — the Ghost City. It attracts tourists
with temple and shrines dedicated to the gods of the under-
world. Instruments of torture and wild demon images are
displayed. (B/L/D)
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Day 13 Yangtze Cruise

This morning, you will enter the Three Gorges, one of
nature’s most extraordinary sculptures. Today you will pass
through the first two — Qutang Gorge and Wu Gorge.
Qutang Gorge is the shortest (5 miles), narrowest (500
feet), and most dramatic. The 25-mile long Wu Gorge is
known for its quiet beauty, forest-covered mountains, and
cliffs so sheer that the sun barely penetrates the precipices.
Take an excursion through the Daning River Small
Gorges, which are narrower than the Three Gorges, but
very impressive. Enter Xiling Gorge, the longest (41
miles), and the deepest of the Three Gorges. In the evening,
sail through the Three Gorges Dam ship locks. (based on
the 2007 itinerary, subject to change).

Early morning on this day, you will take a shore excursion
to the White Emperor City, located at the western
entrance of the Qutang Gorge and the confluence of the
Yangtze River and the Caotang River. Return to ship for
breakfast and pass the first gorge — Qutang Gorge, the
shortest but by far the most dramatic of the Yangtze’s Three
Gorges with steep cliffs and fascinating oddities surround-
ing you. Next, pass through the second gorge — Wu Gorge,
known for its odd misty rock formations and soaring moun-
tain backdrop. After lunch, you will take a shore excursion
of the Shennong Stream; you will be transferred to a pea-
boat drifting ride. During the journey, you may see the
ancient roads, the ancient coffins in the precipice, and even
some rare animals such as golden-haired monkeys. Enjoy
the wonderful scene of deep and quiet gorges, the magnifi-
cent peaks as if they are cut by axes and knives. Return to
ship before entering into the third gorge — Xiling Gorge, the
longest and previously the most hazardous, along the mag-
nificent gorges. This evening, the ship will pass through the
Three Gorges ship locks.



Day 14 Yangtze Cruise — Yichang — Shanghai

After breakfast, you will visit the Three Gorges Dam site,
the world’s largest and most powerful hydroelectric dam.
Towering 610 feet high and stretching 1.3 miles wide, the
dam will create a reservoir that extends nearly 400 miles
upstream. With swells of national pride, some Chinese call
this dam the modern Great Wall. Disembark in Yichang
and fly to Shanghai. (B/L/D) Hotel: Galaxy

Day 15 Shanghai

During your stay in Shanghai, see the riverfront prome-
nade, “the Bund” — a splendid vantage point to view the
colourful traffic on the Huangpu River & Pudong
Development Zone. Visit Nanjing Road, Shanghai

Museum & Yu Yuan Garden. After dinner, you will enjoy
an Acrobatic Show. (B/L/D)

Day 16 Shanghai — Zhujiajiao — Shanghai
Today, you will take an excursion to Zhujiajiao, a river
town near Shanghai. (B/L/D)

Day 17 Shanghai
Today is a free day at your leisure. (B)

Day 18 Shanghai — Homeward bound

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The Yangtze RIVer ... anupdate

The mother river of the Chinese nation, originating from
Qinghai and the Tibet Plateau, flows through eight provinces
before disgorging its water into the sea. Over its 6,300 km
length, it leaps great rapids, feeds and drains great lakes with
over 700 tributaries joining the Yangtze on its course. It cuts
through mountains and cliffs creating the magnificent and
glorious gorges - the famous Three Gorges - providing not
only a picturesque gallery of natural wonders, but also a
spectacular treasure house.

The Three Gorges is one of China's first ten scenic spots, that tops the forty tourist
sightseeing highlights in China

The rising level of water in 2008 has little impact on tourism and navigation.

The second damming of the Yangtze River in 2003 is the key phase of the Three Gorges Dam construction. It is different
from the damming in 1997 in that the dam will now store up water.

There was no change in the water level of the Yangtze River until June 2003, when the dam started to store up water from
June 1-15 at the rate of approximately 5m (16.4 ft.) per day. ThIS process did not affect navigation. The water level rose
from 66m (216.5 ft.) to 135m 3

(443 ft.) and will now remain at
that level.

When the water level reaches
135m (443 ft.), there will be some
changes in the runoffs of the
Yangtze River, but the storage
capacity of the dam only accounts
for about 45% of its natural water
feed, the runoffs will remain at
their natural state. Though the
biggest rising range of the water
level is 60m (198.8 ft.), you will
see no difference in the beautiful
and magnificent scenery of the
mountain peaks at over 1,000m
(3,280 ft.)

The magnificent "Three Gorges"
will forever be there in all their beauty and glory.

Three main benefits of the Three Gorges Dam Project: - \

1. Flood control - The middle and lower reaches of the Yangtze River have been constantly suffering from heavy flood for years. Upon com
pletion, the reservoir will have the capacity to hold 22.15 billion cubic meters of water, therefore controlling the flooding.

2. Power Generation - 26 power generators will be installed upon completion, providing a generating capacity of 18,200 mw and an average
annual output of 847 tw.h. The Three Gorges Project will supply a large proportion of its electricity to East China, Central China and a
small proportion to the Chongging municipality. This means a replacement of 40 to 50 million tons of raw coal combustion each year.

3. Navigation Improvement - The 660 km. waterway from Yichang to Chongging will be greatly improved, making it possible for a 10,000
ton cruiser to sail through that portion of the Yangtze River.

MONEY & EXCHANGE/
CREDIT CARDS

The Chinese currency is known as Renminbi (RMB). Formally the basic unit of RMB is yuan, which
is divided into ten jiao, which again is divided in to ten fens.

The Bank of China issues RMB bills in denominations of two, five, 10, 50 and 100 yuan. Coins are
in denominations of one yuan, five jiao and one, two and five fen.

There is no need to bring U.S. currency. Canadian funds and/or Traveller’s Cheque are well accept-
ed for exchange to Chinese money (Renminbi = People’s Money). Exchange rate
CA3$1.00=RMB6.90 approx. (Jan 1, 2005) -subject to currency fluctuation

Credit cards: Visa, MasterCard and American Express are widely accepted.

Multi-lingual Bank ATM'’s are becoming quite readily available but they do not accept debit cards.

VACCINATION /
MEDICAL

Currently, China does not require any certificate of vaccination. However, it is subject to change.
Due to the fact individual health conditions vary, it is always recommended to check with your
physician. If you have any food allergies please inform your tour guide.

WHAT TO BRING /
CLOTHING

As little as possible. Just think “layers”. “Light-weight” and “compact” are two words that should
be etched in your mind when you’re deciding what to bring. The international sectors allow two
pieces of 32 kg luggage but China domestic flights only allow one piece (20 kg.) per passenger and
one carry-on.

The Chinese themselves - men & women - usually dress very casually (thong sandals, all summer,
for example) so there’s no need to worry about offending anyone with your overly casual attire. A
warm (but light-weight) sweater and a windbreaker are recommended for both spring and fall.

A pair of comfortable walking shoes are strongly recommended, as you will do quite a lot of walk-
ing during the tour. But you won’t need heavy hiking boots. Only a few gentlemen are seen wear-
ing a jacket at the Captain’s Dinner and the Xi’an Tang Dynasty Show. Of course you are wel-
come to bring one, but it is in no way a requirement and you will not feel out of place in, say, a
collared shirt with a sweater or light cardigan if necessary.

TELEPHONE &OTHER
COMMUNICATIONS

Card Phones - Card phones can be found in hotel lobbies and in most telecommunications of Y20,
Y50 and Y100 plus hotel services charge. These cards can only be used in the province you buy
them. There are also cards that can be used throughout China, but these cost Y200. Calls made on
card phones are charged by the minute. Dialing code to Canada is 001 plus area code + local num-
ber. Major 4 star hotels usually have a business centre complete with telephone, fax, e-mail and
Internet service.

If you have a calling card, you may also use “Canada Direct” service. At your hotel, dial to get
street line (usually “97), then dial 108186 and follow the instructions, or dial 108186 at any local
phone for Canadian assistant.

ELECTRICITY

Electricity is 220V, 50 cycles AC. Plugs come in at least four designs: three-pronged angled pins
(as in Australia), three-pronged round pins (like Hong Kong), two flat pins (Canadian style but
without the ground wire) or two narrow round pins (European style). For the most part, you can
safely travel with two plugs: Canadian-style and Australian-style. Conversion plugs are available
on request. Most four star hotel equipped with hair dryers, but please note they are not available
on the cruise ship.

TOILETS

The toilets you will encounter in restaurants and in the hotels we use are all generally fine with west-
ern-style toilets as well as ‘squats’. Ladies who do not object to using the latter will get out of the
washroom faster as there’s often a bit of a line-up for the western ones. In some public toilets you
may be charged a coin or two for paper. Carry tissues anyway. If you are out alone try to avoid pub-
lic facilities in stations etc., as these may leave something to be desired. Head, instead, for a hotel.

DRINKING WATER

Tap water is not recommended for drinking. Bottled water and soft drinks are widely available in
China. Plenty of bottled water is provided free of charge on board the tour buses.

BARGAINING In large department stores, where prices are clearly marked, there is usually no latitude for bar-
gaining. In small shops and street stalls, bargaining is expected, but there is one important rule to
follow - be polite. There is nothing wrong with asking for a discount, if you do so with a smile.

WEATHER Good weather in China : late March/April/May/early June and September/October/early November

December/January/February are considered the cold season
July/August are considered the hot season
