azine. My extended stay of two weeks confirmed her
descriptions and | hope to add to the highlights she
described.

My "magic" is Art. When offered a HomeLink apart-
ment exchange for the first two weeks of August, | thought
Madrid might be unbearably hot. | can now report that sum-
mer can be a fine time, especially if you don't have a choice.
Although a high of 41°C was recorded, there is no humidi-
ty, the shade is cool and the town is full of trees. The tem-
perature goes down 20°C every night, so mornings are cool.

You are rewarded for braving summer with outdoor
symphonies, concerts and dance presentations, including
classic Flamenco. That colour and creative vitality is
reflected in the art in Spain. In the extensive Prado
Museum, I will only add that the Café Prado had interesting
small plates, tapas, and a 4E English guide with the high-
lights of each gallery featured by photo and description.
Across the Paseo del Arte, 'museum alley’, you can continue
with the Thyssen-Bornemisza Museum in the Palace of
Villahermosa, a beautiful example of Madrid's neoclassical
architecture. This family collection of 800 works was
acquired by Spain in July 1993. Carmen, the wife of Baron
Hans Heirich Tyssen-Bornemisza, has added to the original
presentation of 17th century Dutch, through North American
painting, Impressionism to 20th century Cubism to Pop Art.
My joy was a special exhibit representing the life work of
Joan Miro's paintings and sculpture. | would advise going
out for a lunch break as | found their restaurant very noisy.
Better to listen to the Neptune fountain from one of the three
outdoor cafés nearby.

For a change of pace, you could stop to enjoy the Real
Jardines Botanicos opened in 1781 by Carlos 111 who aimed
to collect and grow species from all over Spain. Free for sen-
iors. Be sure to have proof of age and identity with you
always. | used my Health Card with picture.

I too have enjoyed “The Magic of Madrid” as described
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Don Quixote & Sancho Panza statues in Plaza de Orienta

My exploration of art continued down Paseo del Prado
with its wide, shady boulevard of flowers, benches and
fountains. The very modern Centro de Arte Reina Sofia is
the third of the really large art museums. This Spanish col-
lection of modern and contemporary art features Picasso's
‘Guernica’, returned to Spain from New York in 1981 after
Franco's death. Picasso's own drawings for parts of the
painting enhance your understanding and impact of his
political statement. Here | would also recommend taking a
break outside in the large central plaza. The Alberto
Sanchez statue and the glass elevators of the museum enter-
tain you. A wide range of tapas refresh at El Brillante cafe
where calamares are a house speciality.

My art focus continued at the Open Air Sculpture
Museum under the Juan Brav overpass of Paseo de La
Castellana. Nearby is the small Museo Joaquin Sorolla. His
former home, studio and cool, tranquil garden show this
Madrid artist's work to perfection. His widow made this
welcome gift to the nation in 1925. | have many more gal-
leries still to explore in Madrid where so many buildings are
works of art.

Near the Open Air Sculpture is shopping in the Centro
Commercial where EverDay sells jewellery where | found
artistic and modern designs at prices we can all afford. There
are several locations of EI Corte Ingles, which are large
shopping centres. More fun can be found at Maty (at 7 Calle
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Open Air Sculpture Museum, Mere Ubu by Joan Miro

Hileras), a store full of flamenco costumes, flowers and
combs for the hair, fans, shawls and castanets. My shopping
hunt was for English books. | found a great location to trade
in and buy second hand at J. & J. Books and Coffee at 47
Espiritu Santo.

A wonderful place to read and wander is the large
Parque de El Ritiro mentioned in the January article.
Another refreshing park is beside the Palacio Real, the
Jardines de Sabatinis, This was also used as the site of one
of the dance presentations | attended. Be warned though,
concerts begin at 10 p.m. Below the Royal Palace is a large
formal garden and park, Campo del Moro. My guidebook
mentioned it was little used. No wonder, for there is only
one entrance/exit and that is as far from the Palace as you
can get and down a fairly steep hill. From the terraces along
the top of the hill, you can ride the Teleferico over the river
to the huge hill-top parks of Casa de Campo. There are
walking and biking paths and picnic areas but summer finds
this space dried out, not shady; it would be more inviting in
cooler weather. The zoo and a large theme park boasting the
Tarantula roller coaster is in one area of this park if you have
young ones to entertain.

Another opportunity for a spectacular view I'm glad |
didn't miss is the Cupola Museum of the Catedral de la
Almudena beside the Royal Palace. Modern mosaics and
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religious artifacts are shown on the lower levels but you can
go up to the parapets. Here you are looking over the palace
and much of Madrid from between saints' statues. The
cathedral opened only in 1993 and was the venue for the
wedding of Prince Felipe. Much visited is the chapel dedi-
cated to Jose Maria Escriva de Balaguer, the founder of the
Opus Dei religious movement in Madrid.

If you have time to explore farther, I'd also recommend
the Museo Nacional de Artes Decorativas in a mansion built
in 1878 for the Duchess of Santona. The empire staircase of
white Italian marble, mirrors and mosaic floor is truly beau-
tiful. Down a few stairs is a chapel with 16t century wall
hangings of worked leather. Tiles, ceramics, tapestries and
furniture from all over Spain are arranged in room settings.
My delight was the main floor collection of designs from
Bauhaus to Frank Lloyd Wright.

For art museums, shady parks, welcoming squares, fab-
ulous architecture and an extensive, modern subway system,
I would definitely plan on an extended visit to Madrid.

< MEXICO

Mexico is far, far more than sun and sand. But if you've
been reluctant to explore the interior independently, you
may like to know that Canadian Sunwing Vacations is offer-
ing two coach tours that take participants to the country's
interior. The 7-day Oaxaca Colonial Jewels and Indige-
nous Inspiration tour starts in the elegant, colonial city of
Oaxaca and visits the 1,700-year-old Monte Alban ceremo-
nial centre and the city of San Cristobal de las Casas,
famous for its handicrafts. The other week-long trip is called
the Michoacan Colonial Jewels. This trip starts in the
Pacific resort town of Ixtapa/Zihuatanejo and visits colonial
silver mining towns, renowned San Miguel de Allende,
Patzcuaro and other charming villages and historic sites.
