had done for eons. | am glad | asked our young taxi driver
if he could take me to where the 'real Malaysia' could be
experienced, for he proudly did so. He took me to his vil-
lage by the river with its rickety houses on stilts where | met
his wife and children. | asked him how the locals liked all
the new developments. "We don't,” he responded, "but we
like the dollars!"

Christmas aboard, complete with decorations and a lit
tree, was fun. Although the Russian officers didn't grow up
with big Christmas celebrations (their big event is New
Year) they sure liked turkey and Santa hats! On that occa-
sion | danced nearly all night! After every dance the offi-
cers would bend low, kiss my hand and say "Thank you very
much, you beautiful woman." Although I knew vodka fired
their daring, and they didn't speak much English beyond
trade lingo, | also knew that such remarks wouldn't be
directed my way again at my age!

Soon we were pulling anchors and heading for
Singapore, an important port since colonial times. Long in
British hands, its inhabitants received an unpleasant sur-
prise in 1942 when it was conquered and occupied by the
Japanese. It is now an impressive City State of four million
people of all races, all living on very little land. All the
buildings go up, up, up. Discipline, tidiness and practicali-
ty here is absolutely amazing. Singapore must be the clean-
est city in the world, | haven't seen a cleaner one, not even
in Europe. "You must be joking - you are still smoking?"
proclaim signs, and to drop a cigarette butt carries a fine of
$50.

The busy Bintulu International Container Terminal had
woken us from the dream we had lived in for so long. It
would linger for a bit, but we knew we would have to wake
up to our accustomed way of life very soon. Singapore
drove this home. There had not been one place | had been
intimidated by and | had never been afraid to walk alone.
But Singapore was different ... | didn't want to tackle it by
myself. So many people, such rushing, so much going on

and at such speed, nobody meandering, no one stopping to
chat. Ittook my breath away, | was afraid of getting lost and
for once | found myself clinging to Henk or John. When |
couldn't see one or the other I panicked, and when I spotted
one of them | trotted to catch up like a puppy dog! But we
had fun. We all went into the famous Raffles Hotel to have
a Singapore Sling (at $17.50 a glass!) and then were amazed
to see a bobsled run, slaloming through the trees down from
a mountain. Yes, bobsleds with wheels, zipping down in
30° heat! Yes, Singapore was fun. | couldn't live there, but
I would like to go back for a few days to charge up my bat-
teries ... but not alone!

After Singapore we headed up the west coast and into
Malaysia again. At Port Klang we took a taxi to Kuala
Lumpur, about which I had heard so much. At first glance
it's all glamour, glass and gold and silver and white marble.
But in the back streets it's stark poverty and crumbling
buildings.

All too soon we were facing the home run, no going on
shore now until Hamburg. But first there was the Red Sea,
and | was surprised how big it is with neither shore visible.
It started getting colder and by the time we entered the Suez
Canal we were facing a stiff, icy breeze. But | wouldn't
leave the deck. Contrary to what I'd heard, the Suez Canal
is not boring at all. Granted, there is a lot of sand and,
unlike the Panama Canal, no locks to lift the ships, no trucks
on the shore pulling vessels along. But | wouldn't have
missed a minute. The land on the Egyptian side is irrigated
and green and populated, with people within shouting range
at times. It was fascinating.

In the Mediterranean, off the coast of Libya, we were
hit by the first really rough seas of the whole trip. Quite a
lot of damage was done to the cargo and the ship and |
sported a few bruises from getting tossed about. But | had
been waiting for this. What is a sea journey without a good
storm to tell about? In the North Sea we encountered more
bad weather. But, after all, it was the end of January ...
what could one expect? Finally, it was up the Elbe River to
Hamburg, a leisurely trip and although it was cold my heart
felt warm, for |1 was coming home. I'd grown up on the
Elbe, that's where I'd learned to swim, that's where my par-
ents had taught me to kayak. | hadn't been on the river for
53 years and as it flowed by it flooded me with fond mem-
ories.

Would I do a journey like this again? At the drop of a
hat! I loved every aspect of it, to the very last second!

ings at Ontario's major theatre festivals - the Shaw

and the Stratford Shakespeare Festival - and give
contact details. But as the theatre seasons are now approach-
ing, | thought a few more words on each might be of inter-
est, especially to our out-of-Ontario members.

The Stratford and Shaw Festivals are staged in the pret-
ty towns of Stratford and Niagara-on-the-Lake respectively.
Quite apart from excellent theatre, both destinations make
fine getaway destinations. Although distinct, both festivals
share many facets: each offers a variety of plays, readings
and programmes on multiple stages from Spring to Fall and
the productions invariably earn excellent reviews both in
Canada and the United States. Each festival invites visitors
on behind-the-scene tours; both towns offers a wide choice
of accommodation and both have excellent restaurants, bars
and some interesting shops. And in both cases the sur-
rounding area holds much of interest too. Each festival pro-
duces guide booklets that include details not only of the
plays but also give comprehensive details of where to stay
and eat and what else their regions offer.

The mandate of the Shaw Festival is to offer plays by
Shaw and his contemporaries, or plays set in Shaw’s time,
the only company in the world that specializes in such a
defined historical period. Stratford presents "Shakespeare
for the 21st century" (usually four or more Shakespearean

E very year we remind readers of the excellent offer-
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plays) and then the repertoire is varied. Last year their
extended programme ranged from Greek tragedy to Cabaret.

Approximate driving time from Toronto to both towns is
two hours, but the journey can take much longer during rush
hour and we advise planning your arrival well in advance of
curtain time. There are various bus and shuttle services and
day tours available, all detailed in each festival's guidebook.

To tempt you here's a brief look at some festival high-
lights in the coming season. Theatrical history will be made
at the Shaw Festival this year with ten brilliant short plays
by Noél Coward presented together for the very first time.
Audiences can choose to see all the plays - collectively
called Tonight at 8:30 - in one day, over one week-end or
through the season. Jackie Maxwell, Artistic Director,
explains, "Each play is a brilliant jewel ... the ten plays vary
hugely. There are out-and-out comedies, heart-wrenching
dramas, fantasy musicals and historical tales. Coward is a
brilliant miniaturist, a master storyteller, and any group of
these plays, seen together, is a truly satisfying evening at the
theatre. The experience of seeing them in one fell swoop,
for those who are game, will be thrilling indeed." Also on
Shaw's playbill this season are works by John Osborne,
Eugene O'Neill, Michael Tremblay, Stephen Sond-
heim/James Lapine, more of Noé&l Coward and, of course,
two plays by Shaw: The Devil's Disciple and In Good King
Charles's Golden Days.

Niagara-on-the-Lake has a wide variety of accommoda-
tion, from the luxurious Vintage Hotel group (the Prince of
Wales, Queen's Landing and The Pillar and Post Hotels) and
the ‘cool and trendy' Oban Inn to dozens of B&Bs. There are
many fine restaurants too, as well as pretty lakeside places
for picnics and wineries offering tours, tastings and gift
shops. And if you're new to the region, Niagara Falls is
about half-an-hour's drive away along the beautiful Niagara
Parkway.

The Shakespearean offerings at Stratford this year are
Macbeth, A Midsummer Night's Dream and Julius Caesar.
The season's big musical is West Side Story and the playbill
also inludes Cyrano de Bergerac, The Importance of Being
Earnest, A Funny Thing Happened on the Way to the Forum,
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Three Sister, Phaédre and others.

Stratford is not on a lake but is on a river - the Avon,
just like its namesake in England - which again provides
delightful places for picnics. Stratford has a long-held rep-
utation for fine food and there are many outstanding restau-
rants here. Again the region offers a wide variety of unique
B&Bs, suites and inns, and there are also lots of motels and
‘cookie-cutter' properties on the outskirts to accommodate
summer's many visitors. As mentioned, each of the Festival
guides gives all the information you need to plan a great the-
atrical getaway and take advantage of the many packages
offered.
