

















refurbished (now powered by propane). Each bus accom-
modates 17 people but there were only 10 on our tour so we
had our own padded bench seat and own door. It was a
sunny day so the canvas roof was down and we had won-
derful views of the mountains. The young driver gave an
excellent commentary.

During our stop at Logan Pass a mountain goat and her
three kids appeared. They walked about 100 metres up the
path, followed by tourists, and then stopped in a clump of
trees for a ten-minute photo op before heading away across
country.

The vegetation is quite different on the eastern and west-
ern slopes, the western side marking the beginning of the
Pacific rainforest. We took a lunch break at Lake
MacDonald Lodge (at own expense) at the western end of
the route before making the return trip. We had a number of
photo stops going in each direction and time to walk the
short Cedar Trail.

At 4 p.m. we got off the red bus at the Rising Sun Motor
Lodge parking lot and got into our car to exit the park at St.
Mary. We would have loved a longer stay to hike some of
the trails and would have taken the free shuttle to and from
the trail heads. But even a one-day visit was worthwhile.

Road repairs will continue for several years with only a
single lane open for one section. Waiting for ten minutes in
an open-roofed red bus was no hardship.

All the commercial services in the park are run by a con-
cession: Glacier Park Inc. This includes the accommoda-
tion, restaurants, boat tours, and the red bus. Their staff
were all extremely polite and helpful. Web site:

ALBERTA

Add more than 70 golf courses in the Greater
Edmonton Region (with mid-summer daylight lasting 17
hours), EIk Island National Park with 250 bird species, the
trendy Old Strathcona Historic Area for unusual shops and
restaurants, and Fort Edmonton Park (Canada's largest living
history museum) and many other attractions, it all sounds
like an ideal place for a summer getaway.

BRITISH COLUMBIA (and ALBERTA too)
< For those of us who don't live near the mountains, a stay
in the heart of the Rockies is always special. And the two
properties of the Capilano Group of Companies - Cathedral
Mountain Lodge in BC and Moraine Lake Lodge just over
the border in Alberta - look as though they would make a
visit extra special. In fact, just looking at the brochures pro-
vides a little tonic in a busy day!

Sunshine Coast had tourism in mind when they did so, but it
sure is a lovely name and the region looks as though it lives
up to it. No casinos or high rises here, just small communi-
ties and a beautiful, rugged coast facing the sunset and dot-
ted with islands. And, of course, there are resorts for the
outdoor lover, loads of B&Bs, restaurants and funky shops.
This 180 km pastoral greenbelt is a short ferry ride from
Horseshoe Bay or Vancouver Island and the region is divi-
ded into 'lower' and 'upper' sections.

Volunteering Vacations

Perhaps you've considered a volunteering vacation,
but don't know where to start. Long-time experts in
this field are Intrepid Travel, who have been offering
volunteering experiences overseas since 1989. Their
trips are not those "luxury vacations with a few hours
community work thrown in". Their experiences are
usually in small rural communities where you will
work side-by-side with villagers on a range of initia-
tives airmed at making a lasting, positive impact in the
community.

The company gives five main reasons for volun-
teering: 1) become a part of local life, 2) challenge
yourself, 3) have an amazing adventure, 4) make a
real difference, and 5) work as part of a team. The
teams are usually about 16 in number and accommo-
dation is with a host family or in a group-share facili-
ty. All of Intrepid's projects are owned by the local
community, and Intrepid works in partnership with
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village chiefs, NGOs and charities to fund the long-
term development of each project.

So what can be done? All projects are described
as "Teaching & Building" and the destinations are
Ghana, Mali, Uganda, Kenya, Tanzania, South Africa,
Peru, Thailand, Vietnam, Fiji and Southern India. The
brochure states that volunteers get plenty of time off
to relax in 'their' village, getting to know the commu-
nity or playing with the children, and there's time at
week-ends to take side trips too. And attached to each
volunteering opportunity is an optional 'real’ vacation
trip in the country of your choice and all these trips
have been designed to help local communities.
