

















Cruise Terminal and started the embarkation process along
with the other 1,000 or so passengers. The cabins were not
ready when we arrived, so we joined our fellow passengers
on the Lido deck for a buffet lunch. Eventually we found
ourselves in cabin 2661 on the main deck with twin beds,
lots of storage, a lovely picture window, sofa, two chairs,
and a full bathroom with a bath. After hearing bathroom sto-
ries from friends who had cruised in the Caribbean - no bath
and the shower curtain not wanting to leave your side during
the shower - we were pleased. It was a very nice room with,
well, lots of room. The beds were also very comfortable.

After the lifeboat drill we spent the rest of the afternoon
and early evening exploring the ship and taking in the love-
ly scenery as we left Vancouver, sailing past Stanley Park,
under the Lions Gate Bridge and heading into the Inside
Passage. We had selected "as you wish" dining between 5:00
and 9:00 p.m. and had the option of a table to ourselves on
those occasions when we did not wish to make small talk
with strangers. The first night we sat with a retired couple
from Germany who were going to be attending a Rose
Symposium in Vancouver after their cruise and a mother and
daughter from Connecticut. The food was delicious and our
table was at the very stern of the boat with lovely views.
(While on the subject of food, | should mention that while
the meals on board are, of course, included in the cruise cost,
we had originally opted for the meal plan for the land part of
the tour. But we decided to cancel it. The meal plan was
$450 each, which may be cost effective if you are large
eaters but we are not. We kept track of what we paid for
meals along the way and we didn't spend $450 between the
two of us, so it was a wise decision.)

Our first full day on the ship was spent cruising the
Inside Passage. We filled the day with watching the scenery,
doing a little shopping, attending talks on the excursions and
eating. Breakfast on the Lido deck, champagne at the
Diamond show, a light lunch on the Lido deck, afternoon
Danish high tea in the Rotterdam Dining Room and king
crab legs for dinner followed by more champagne at the
Gold show. Thank goodness the third deck is a walking
deck!

The next day was my aunt's birthday and included in our
mail for the day was a birthday card from the crew. We had
a vigorous walk on deck and I saw a small whale getting its
morning exercise as well.

Our first destination was to be Tracy Arm, Alaska.
However, in spite of three attempts to enter the fjord, the
captain decided to forego that part of the itinerary and head
for Juneau. There was too much ice blocking the chanel into
the fjord and it was unsafe to enter. Although we didn't get
to see the Sawyer Glaciers at the end of the fjord, which is
where the blue glacier ice comes from, we did see a lot of
beautiful blue ice from a safe distance.

The weather was starting to turn and it was getting foggy
as we were docking in Juneau. While we were watching the
ship manoeuvre we saw an eagle checking out the new visi-
tors. The top of Mount Roberts was barely visible in the fog.
We did some shopping in Juneau then met up with our tour

for the gold panning and Alaska salmon bake. It was a small
tour, less than a dozen of us, and we were driven out of town
to prospect in the rivers like the prospectors did in days gone
by. Despite the drizzle we enjoyed ourselves and panned
some gold and a garnet. As we were drivng towards town to
the salmon bake, a small black bear came crashing through
the undergrowth and ran across the road in front of our vehi-
cle. Our first of many bear sightings. After our coho salmon
bake, which was delicious, we went up the Mount Roberts
Tramway for some misty views from the top. There is a
Raptor Centre there with an injured bald eagle by the name
of Lady Baltimore, a movie theatre where you can watch a
short film about the First Nations in the area, and the oblig-
atory gift shop.

Back on board the ship we enjoyed Irish coffees while
listening to the Adagio String Quartet. There is entertain-
ment on board for all tastes, including a small casino. This
was our last night on the ship and after we packed we made
our selections for breakfast in bed the next morning - a nice
luxury as we knew there would be little opportunity for a
leisurely breakfast in bed while on the land part of the tour.

We arrived the next morning in Skagway where we met
Jen, our Tour Director for the remainder of the trip. As some
of us were going on a Streetcar Tour straight from the ship,
Jen took our lunch orders so all we had to do was pick up the
boxes at the Westmark Inn in Skagway before boarding the
White Pass train for the next stage of our journey. | can't say
enough about how attentive Jen and our various drivers were
throughout the remainder of the tour. At every stop along
the way we would find bottles of water and snacks on our
seats when we returned to the bus. It is vital to remain
hydrated, especially in the desert, yes, | said desert.

The tour we took of Skagway was in a 1927 retrofitted
street car and included not only a tour of the town (a restored
gold rush town and the headquarters of the Klondike Gold
Rush National Historical Park) but also the Gold Rush
Cemetary on the outskirts of town and a trip to the top of the
nearby mountain for great views of Skaway and the docks.
The views, however, were surpassed later by those from the
train which takes you from sea level in Skagway to 2,865
feet in just 20 miles, through Tunnel Mountain and by Lynn
Canal, Mount Harding and the Chilkat Range to White Pass
summit. The Whitepass and Yukon Route was designated an
International Historic Civil Engineering Landmark in 1994
and was our ticket out of Skagway and onto the beginning of
our land tour. From the train you can see the trail the old
prospectors took before the railway was built. It is still lit-
tered with the debris of items lost along the way and the
weathered bones of 3,000 horses which are said to have died
while carrying the prospectors' supplies they were required
to have in order for the RCMP to permit them to travel the
route. The RCMP were at the US/Canada border at the
White Pass Summit. It was a long way (over 500 miles) to
the gold fields and many did not make it.

Our trip was a lot more comfortable, eating our boxed
lunches while taking in the breathtaking scenery of the
mountains, hairpin turns of the train, and tressle bridges
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along the way. Some of the train passengers had a return
ticket as they were returning to Skagway and to the ship to
continue cruising. However, we were joining those disem-
barking at Fraser, BC, where our driver was ready and wait-
ing for our journey to Whitehorse. Canada Customs board-
ed the train to check our passports before we could disem-
bark. Those wanting a stamp in their passports could stamp
it themselves in Carcross, Yukon Territory, with a cute black
bear stamp. Carcross was our pit stop in the middle of the
afternoon to stretch our legs and try out the ice cream shop.
This is also where the previously-mentioned desert enters
the picture. The Carcross Desert is a remnant of the last ice
age - what is left of the sandy bottom of a glacial lake. It is
strange to see 'Christmas trees' in amongst the sand dunes.
We also had a short photo stop at Emerald Lake and the
name is very fitting.

The Westmark Whitehorse was our destination for the
evening. After a delicious dinner of beer-battered fish trio
(halibut, artic char and shrimp) with perfectly-cooked veg-
etables and roasted potatoes we went to the Frantic Follies,
a lively and entertaining vaudeville show presented in the
hotel. At every destination Jen provided us with information
about the city/town and area, along with recommended
restaurants including type of fare and hours of operation. It
was all very helpful.

After breakfast bright and early the next morning we
were on the bus by 8:00 and on the road to Dawson City
where we would spend two days. After a morning coffee
stop at Braeburn Lodge for the world's largest cinnamon bun
(big enough for six people and delicious) we stopped for
lunch at Minto Landing Resort. After lunch we all posed for
a group picture by the Yukon River before loading up the bus
and heading for Moose Creek Lodge, our afternoon stop. |
took full advantage of all the unusual shops along with way
to do some early Christmas shopping. It was a long drive
that day but the scenery kept us interested. There was mass-
es of wild flowers such as lupins and fireweek along the
roadside, swans nesting in the lakes and a bear sighting at
Five Finger Rapids. Our driver also kept us entertained by
reciting Robert Service poems in preparation for our visit to
the poet's home in Dawson City the next day.

For a change from all the sea food we'd eaten the past
week, we had a steak dinner at Belinda's Dining Room at the
hotel. We knew all of the steaks would be bigger than either
of us could eat, but they happily cut one in half for us. I can
also recommend the fish and fries at Sourdough Joe's
Restaurant. Our room at the Westmark Inn was very com-
fortable and clean. The challenge was getting to sleep while
it was still light outside, even at 2:00 a.m! Your body just
doesn't think that it is time to go to sleep.

We spent part of both evenings in Dawsn City at
Diamond Tooth Gerties, Canada's first casino. It is operated
by the Klondike Visitors Association, a non-profit society
and all proceeds are invested in community attractions and
visitor services. There are three shows a night with singers
and can-can dancers and, of course, gaming tables and slot
machines.

Robert W. Service Cabin, Dawson City

We went on two tours on our first full day in the city. In
the morning it was the Ghosts of Dawson City Tour, includ-
ing the promised stop at the home of the poet Robert W.
Service where a costumed guide told the story of his life and
recited some of his poems. The tour also took us out of town
to Gold Dredge #4 where the first gold was discovered and
to a First Nations housing development where youth are
trained in the trades. In the afternoon, we boarded the
George Black Ferry to cross the Yukon River to go golfing
at the Top of the World Golf Course. It is a nine-hole course
and is the most northern course with grass greens in North
America. The cost of the tour included club rental, balls,
power cart, tees and green fees. It was a warm sunny after-
noon which made the game more enjoyable than our scores
warranted! Although we looked for the moose mother and
calf reputed to live on the course, the only wildlife we saw
was a fox walking on the side of the highway on our way
back to the ferry. On the Top of the World Highway we
stopped for a bird's eye view photo of Dawson City and the
convergence of the Yukon and Klondike Rivers. The ferry,
which is free, is the only way to cross the river in the non-
winter months. So the people living on the far side have to
ensure they stock up as winter sets in as they won't be able
to get across to Dawson City for supplies until the ice is safe
to cross.

There was plenty of time in town when not on tours to
wander the unpaved roads and rustic boardwalks, exploring
the various buildings, be they historic or shops. Whether
your interests are literary (Robert W. Service, Pierre Berton,
Jack London) or adventurous (canoeing, hiking, jeep tours,
river rafting) there is something for everyone in Dawson
City.

After two days in Dawson City it was time to move on
up the Yukon River to Eagle, Alaska, on board the riverboat
Yukon Queen Il. There had been a terrible flood earlier in
the year which had caused a lot of damage to Eagle, in par-
ticular the dock and buildings along the river, and this was
the first northern trip of the season. The three hour trip to
Eagle (100 miles) passed quickly with narration along the
way pointing out the various settlements (or ghosts thereof),
watching for wildlife and enjoying lunch. Once we arrived
in Eagle, US Customs came aboard to check our passports
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before we could disembark onto a new coach with a new
driver who would take us on to Fairbanks via Tok. We spent
a bit of time in Eagle talking to the folks in the visitor cen-
tre who told us about the flood and showed us the pictures
of the devastation, and of course, doing our bit to help their
economy by shopping in their makeshift outdoor market.
Then it was on the coach for a steep and narrow drive on the
Taylor Highway with a guide vehicle in front warning
oncoming traffic of the approaching coach. If you don't like
heights, you don't want the window seat! Again the views
were spectacular, this time of Forty-Mile River Canyon and
Canada's Ogilvie Mountains. Our afternoon comfort break
was in Chicken, Alaska. If there can be a Buffalo and a
Moose Jaw, why not a Chicken, Alaska?

Our evening stop in Tok was again at a Westmark Inn
which looked like a series of two-storey log cabins. Every
hotel on the trip was different in design, but all were clean
and comfortable. For some reason it was 'Love Week' at the
hotel, with over-the-top decorations as if it were Valentine's
Day! After dinner there was time to call in to the Burnt Paw
Gift Shop next door and take a look at the husky pups in the
kennels behind the shop.

The last day on the coach had us leaving Tok for
Fairbanks via Rika's Roadhouse, where we enjoyed coffee
with rhubarb and strawberry pie for our morning snack. The

Explorer for our four hour trip into Denali National Park.
The first floor of the train contains the dining cars while the
upper floors are the observation cars. Each carriage has its
own bar and staff who take very good care of you. We had
breakfast on the train and as we were approaching Denali
station, we saw a moose swimming across the lake. For this
part of the trip we had to pack overnight cases only and our
larger cases were sent on to Anchorage. It is suggested that
you include rainware, layered clothing and comfortable
shoes for your stay in the park. We definitely needed the
rainware. Our hotel, the McKinley Chalets, was a cluster of
chalets with a shop and restaurants in the lobby complex.
There are buses to take you from the station to the hotel and
there were complimentary shuttles to the Denali National
Park entrance and to local shops available from the lobby of
the hotel.

We had time to check into our room and to purchase
some snacks from the shop in the lobby. As it turned out, the
boxed lunches provided on the safari bus were more than
adequate to keep us fortified for the eight-hour tour. The
buses are fitted with monitors that drop down from the ceil-
ing and the driver has a movie camera up front. When some-
one spots wildlife they yell out the direction based on a
clock face, the driver stops the bus and gets the camera
focused so everyone can see the wildlife on the screen. Over
the course of the afternoon

way into Fairbanks we did
indeed see moose in Moose Meadow.

Our first stop in Fairbanks was at the EI Dorado Gold
Mine for our miner's lunch of beef stew and biscuits, fol-
lowed by a tour of the dredge which works on the same prin-
ciple as a thresher. The tour then moved to a train (the El
Dorado Express) which takes you back in time to 1905 to
see how the prospectors lived in tents or log cabins and
interpretive guides explained how they looked for gold.
After a demonstration of gold panning, everyone was given
pans and a sack of soil to try their luck. Usually there are
flakes of gold in everyone's sack but one of the women on
our tour actually found a nugget!

After leaving the mine we had a short stop at the Alaska
Pipeline before arriving at our hotel for the night, the
Regency Fairbanks. The hotel had a welcome wine and
cheese party for us on the terrace, which we just had time to
enjoy before leaving on our tour to Pioneer Park for an
Alaska salmon bake and a show at the Palace Theatre pro-
traying Fairbanks' history and folklore. The dinner was a
buffet of deep fried halibut, fire cooked king salmon, Bering
Sea cod and prime rib - all cooked in front of you - and a full
salad bar, baked beans, rolls, dessert and drinks. A good
time was had by all.

The next morning we boarded our coach for the last time
and were taken to the train station to board the McKinley

We also saw beautiful
scenery and had plenty of rest stops along the way. We
returned to the hotel around 9:30 p.m. and had a late seafood
chowder supper in the Nenana View Grill.

On the train ride the previous day we had booked anoth-
er tour for the morrow: the Husky Homestead. The next
morning we found it was drizzling, but no matter as much of
the tour would be inside. Thus it was that we found our-
selves at the homestead of Iditarod champion Jeff King. We
learned how the sled dogs are trained and of all the prepara-
tions that go into running the grueling 1,049 mile race,
which Jeff and his team won in 1993, 1996, 1998 and 2006.
Jeff's wife, Donna Gates, is a renowned wildlife artist and
we saw some of her work displayed at the homestead as
well. She has a gallery (Goose Lake Studio Gallery) at the
entrance to the park. Their three daughters have been
responsible for naming the puppies which has resulted in
some interesting names ranging from Disney characters to
numbers.

After this tour we just had time to retrieve our overnight
bags and catch our ride to the station for our train to
Anchorage. It is an eight-hour trip from Denali to
Anchorage through more lovely scenery with wildlife spot-
ting. We had a sandwich lunch and salmon dinner on the
train and it was a nice, relaxing way to arrive at our final
destination: the Westmark Anchorage. Our room was on the
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14t floor with great views across the city to the mountains
and, in the other direction, to the Cook Inlet.

We were flying out of Anchorage to Vancouver via
Seattle and had to be up at 4:00 a.m. so did not see much of
the city. (Did | mention that we bought folding bags along
the way for our purchases? It is cheaper to pay for a second
bag on the plane ($25) than have luggage that is overweight,
so even though | could fit everything | had bought into my
suitcase, | used two!)

We had decided to spend a couple of more nights in
Vancouver before heading home and we are glad we did. We
stayed in Richmond for a change - at the Comfort Inn - and
enjoyed visits to Fishermen's Wharf, Heritage Trail,
Britannia Heritage Shipyard, the Gulf of Georgia Cannery
National Historic Site and Garry Point Park, home of the
Fishermen's Memorial. We also enjoyed stocking up with
some goodies in Mary's British Home Store. (But if you do
the same, don't forget that jams etc., are considered a liquid
when flying, so do not put into your carry-on bag.) There
was a fair bit of construction still happening in preparation
for the Olympics and the bus back to the hotel made a detour
around the construction.

We had become so used to not having to check in or out
of hotels while on the tour that it wasn't until | was sitting in
Calgary airport waiting for a connecting flight that | realized
we hadn't checked out - we had just left! | immediately
called the hotel to let them know we had gone. The desk

clerk said not to worry, it happens all the time. He e-mailed
me a copy of the bill which was there waiting when |
returned home a few hours later.

It had been a great trip, full of adventure, new experi-
ences and new sights. 5

Caribbean Dreams

Here in the TTS offices we have received for review a
large book called Tropical Homes of the Eastern
Caribbean. It is a beautiful book that caused much
delight among our staff, although at first glance we won-
dered why it had been sent to us, as it seemed to be an
architectural, interior design and gardens volume rather
than a travel book.

Upon closer examination, however, we discovered that
many of the wonderful places described and so lavishly
illustrated are, in fact, inns or villas available for rent on
islands in the Eastern Caribbean. As the authors point
out, there are many books dealing with homes in certain
regions - Provence, Bali, Thailand and so on - but few on
the Caribbean. This book fills that gap, and will take the
armchair traveller (and, perhaps, those planning a special
vacation) from popular islands such as Barbados,
Grenada and St. Lucia to small Bequia and private
Mustique. Homes featured range from small, humble
dwellings to multi-million-dollar mansions and dipping

into the book felt as though sunshine had entered our
lives on a gloomy winter's day.

Not only is the book a temptation to travel, it is also an
inspiration for home decorators! It has been created by
photographer Derek
Galon and art historian
Margaret Gajek. It is
published by Ozone Zone
Books - a small Canadian
publisher specializing in
architectural and garden
books.
